It is my goal to make science fun, interesting, and relevant to each of my students.  I encourage my students to put forth their best effort and set high expectations for their work and for them as individuals.  I require that all of my students work hard and strive for excellence.  Following these guidelines will help to ensure their success in my class this year.
Class Expectations
1. Be in assigned seat ready to work when the tardy bell finishes sounding.

2. Bring all necessary supplies EVERY day.

3. Listen and Follow teacher directions the first time they are given.

4. Treat all peers, adults, and their belongings with respect.

5. Act and speak appropriately and assume accountability for your actions.

Behavioral Consequences
1. Warning and redirection of inappropriate behavior

2. Student conference with teacher to address solutions to the misbehavior

3. Teacher detention and parent contact

Further Actions

If problems continue, the following can occur:

· Parent will be called for a conference
· Community service detention after school if defiling school property (including, but not limited to, cleaning desks, picking up trash, etc.)

· Continued misbehavior will result in a referral to the assistant principal

· An immediate office referral will result in case of fighting, defiance, or other uncontrollable behavior

In all cases we will consider the particular circumstances before deciding on appropriate consequences

All consequences after being warned result in the lowering of the student’s conduct grade one step each. (A+ to A, then to A-, then to B+, etc.)
General Policies and Procedures

Science Spiral
· Students must fill in their science spiral and table of contents daily with all activities and taking note of any homework that is given.  
· Parents should review their child’s science spiral and notebook frequently to verify the work and notes are being done.  
· Students might be subject to Spiral Checks multiple times each six weeks that would result in a cumulative grade each six weeks.
Absences and Make-up Work


It is the responsibility of the student to make contact with the teacher to receive missed assignments and information, turn in any assignments that were collected during the absence, and to schedule a time to make up any missed labs, quizzes, or tests.

Student Work
· Papers without a name and/or proper heading are subject to a 10 point deduction.  
· Students will have the opportunity to recover partial credit for one late assignment per six weeks per Boles JH PAP Policy.
· No late homework is accepted

· No late make-up work is accepted

Cheating

A signed copy of the Cheating Policy was sent home for review, and is kept on file with each student’s English teacher.  All students are expected to comply with the Cheating Policy guidelines.
Unapproved Objects 
· No food, drink, or gum is allowed in areas other than the cafeteria during the school day.

· Classwork and Homework count 1 time approximately 34 % of grade
· Quizzes and  count twice approximately 33 % of grade
· Tests  count three times approximately 33% of grade
· Labs are counted on the number of days in lab- 1 day 1 grade

· Projects will count 4-6 daily grades depending on complexity of project.
